UNPACKING AND INSTALLATION

Connecting the Two Cases

When you first unpack your UNO, the two cases
need to be assembled, and the connecting cable
between the cases connected.

1.

Slide top case downward,
engaging tabs into slots
on bottom base

Find the tabs in the upright case, and the
corresponding holes in the bottom base,
and align them.

Insert tabs of upright case into holes on bottom
base, and press the two cases together.

Slide the bottom base upward until the tabs

in the upright case fully engage the holes in
the base. You should feel the two cases “snap”
or lock together.

Top Case




Insert the Connecting Cable

1.

Locate the multi-conductor connecting cable
on the underside of the UNO. Taking care to
align the connector correctly, insert the
connector into the corresponding jack

on the base unit securely.

Connect the Handset Cord

1.

Plug one end of the coiled handset cord into
the jack on the handset.

Plug the other end of the handset cord into the
jack marked HANDSET on the underside of the
UNO.

Insert the cable into the channel on the
underside of the UNO so the cable emerges
out the side of the unit.

Connect the Line Cord

1.

Plug one end of the supplied line cord into a
wall-mounted telephone jack.

Plug the other end of line cord into the jack
labeled LINE on the underside of the UNO.

3. Insert the cable into the channel on the
underside of the UNO so the cable emerges
out the back of the unit.

Connect the Power Adapter

1. Plug the power adapter in an unswitched
electrical outlet.

2. Plug the other end of the power adapter cable
into the jack marked POWER on the underside
of the UNO.

USING YOUR UNO

To Place a Call
1. Pick up the handset, or press SPEAKER, and
dial a number on the dial pad, or

2. Pick up the handset, or press SPEAKER, and
press the desired speed dial keys on the right
hand side of the UNO.

Programming the Speed Dial Keys
To program the speed dial keys, follow these steps
below.

NOTE: Make sure that the phone is in an “on-hook”
state (not active, with handset in the cradle, and
speakerphone not engaged).

1. Press the HOLD key.

2. Enter the phone number or dial string to be
saved to memory.

4. Press the HOLD key again.
2. Press the speed dial key to be programmed.
This completes the programming procedure for

this key. To program additional speed dial keys,
repeate the procedure as above.

Programming the Flash Duration

CAUTION: Do not make changes to Flash duration
unless you are certain that this is required. Only
change Flash duration if required for proper PBX
interaction with UNO.

Standard Flash duration is 600 ms.

1. Press the HOLD key.

2. Depending on the desired Flash duration, press
the corresponding key as referenced here:

1-100 ms 7-700ms
2-200 ms 8 - 800 ms
3-300 ms 9-900 ms
4 -400 ms 0-1000 ms
5-500 ms * -=1100 ms
6 - 600 ms #-1200 ms

(In other words, pressing the “3” key will
program the Flash for a 300 ms duration, etc.)

3. Press the HOLD key.
4. Press the FLASH key.

Flash is now programmed to the duration selected.

ALARM CLOCK/RADIO FUNCTIONS

Bittel UNO Media features an easy-to-use alarm
clock radio, with an FM tuner and line-in audio
interface to enable the enjoyment of music on
personal portable electronics, such as iPod®s and
other similar mp3 players, cell phones, or other
devices. The information in this section will guide
you through the use and setup of some of the
audio features of your Bittel UNO Media.

Setting the Clock
If you are plugging your UNO in for the first time,
the clock may need to be set.

To set the clock:

1. With the audio off, press the VOLUME - key for
one second and release. The hour digit(s)
will begin to flash.

2. Press the TUNING + or - keys to adjust the hour.

3. Press the VOLUME - key again. The minutes
digit(s) will begin to flash.

4. Press the TUNING + or - keys to adjust
the minutes.

5. Press the VOLUME - key again to end the
operation.

Press the VOLUME + key to toggle 12-hour or
24-hour time format.

NOTE: You may also set the time on your UNO
using an optional time-set remote control. The use
of this device is covered later in this guide.

Setting the Alarm

1. Press the ALARM SET key. The hour digit(s) will
begin to flash.

2. Press VOLUME + or - to adjust the hour.

3. Press the ALARM SET key. The minutes digit(s)
will begin to flash.

4. Press VOLUME + or - to adjust the minutes.

5. Press the ALARM SET key again to end the
operation. The alarm is now set.



Press the ALARM key to turn the alarm on. An
indicator in the display will illuminate, confirming
that the alarm is set.

To turn the alarm off, press the ALARM key again.

When an alarm sounds, pressing the ALARM
key will turn the alarm off. You may also use the
Snooze feature.

Using Any-Key Snooze

With an alarm sounding, press the SNOOZE key to
stop the alarm for ten minutes. After ten minutes,
the alam will sound again.

In addition to pressing the SNOOZE key, if any
other key in the alarm clock/radio section of the
UNO is pressed (with the exception of ALARM
VOLUME) the SNOOZE function will be activated
the same as if the SNOOZE key were pressed.

Picking up the handset while an alarm is sounding
will also engage the SNOOZE function.

Adjusting Alarm Volume
With all audio off, press ALARM VOLUME to adjust
the alarm volume.

Adjusting Display Brightness

With an alarm not sounding, press the SNOOZE
key to adjust the display brightness. There are
three (3) levels of display brightness.

Using the FM Tuner
1. Press the AUDIO ON/OFF key.

2. Press RADIO/LINE IN so that the “FM tuner”
indicator is illuminated in the display.

3. Press TUNING + and - keys to tune to a radio
station. To use the SEEK function, press and
hold either the TUNING + or - keys until the
tuner begins to seek stations. When a station
is found, the radio will stop on that station until
a TUNING key is pressed again.

4. Adjust volume levels by pressing the
VOLUME + and - keys.

Using the Line In Input

UNO can be used to listen to music on a portable
personal device, such as an iPod®, iPhone®, mobile
phone or other portable device.

Using either a supplied cable or user’s own cable,
plug cable into jack labelled “Line In” on the side of
the UNO. For charging purposes, one of the dual
USB ports can also be used to charge the portable
device.

To listen to audio:
1. Press the AUDIO ON/OFF key.

2. Press RADIO/LINE IN so that the “Line”
indicator is illuminated in the display.

3. Play music or other content on the attached
portable device.

4. Adjust volume levels by pressing the
VOLUME + and - keys.

NOTE: When using the Line In jack, if the audio
sounds distorted at all volume levels, decrease
the output volume on the device connected to
the Line In jack until audio is satisfactory.



REQUIREMENTS OF PART 68 FCC RULES

This equipment complies with Part 68 of the FCC Rules and
the requirements adopted by ACTA. On the bottom of this
telephone is a label that contains, among other information, a
product identifier in the format US:AAAEQ##TXXXX. If request-
ed, this number must be provided to the telephone company.

A plug and jack used to connect this equipment to the prem-
ises wiring and telephone network must comply with the appli-
cable FCC Part 68 rules and requirements adopted by ACTA.

The digits
represented by ## are the REN without a decimal point (e.g.,
03 is a REN of 0.3). For earlier products, the REN is separately
shown on the label.

If this telephone causes harm to the telephone network, the
telephone company will notify you in advance that temporary
discontinuance of service may be required. But if advance
notice is not practical, the telephone company will notify the
customer as soon as possible. Also, you will be advised of
your right to file a complaint with the FCC if you believe it is
necessary.
